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Those who wish to enter the Faculty of Engineering as a Research Student or a Specialized

1. Qualifications for Admission Application

[Research Student]
Applicant must meet one of the following qualifications. If applicant does not have Japanese nationality, he/she must

meet both A and B.
A. (1) The applicant must have graduated from a university (whose course is relevant to the Faculty of
Engineering).
(2) The applicant must have bachelor's degree (whose major is relevant to the Faculty of Engineering).
(3) The applicant must have completed 16 years of school education (whose course is relevant to the Faculty
of Engineering) in foreign countries.
(4) The applicant who does not meet qualifications (1), (2) and (3), but has been judged to have enough
ability to study his/her research field.
B. Applicant who does not have Japanese nationality must hold or be eligible for the visa which is placed by Immigration
Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

[Specialized Student]
A. Applicant must have bachelor's degree (whose course is irrelevant to the Faculty of Engineering). If applicant does

not have Japanese nationality, he/she must meet not only A but also B.
B. Applicant who does not have Japanese nationality must hold or be eligible for the visa which is placed by Immigration

Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

+ Please consult your academic advisor and the chief of the department in advance, obtain their signatures and seals to
approve your application before submitting the application form.
» The application form should be filled in Japanese (especially the subject of your research) as a rule.
+ The subject of your research cannot be changed after submission.

B. Letter of Guarantee (Form B)
As a guarantor, it is desirable that he/she is equivalent to your parent or someone residing in Japan who has
stable income and Japanese nationality.

C. Bachelor Degree Certificate or Expected Bachelor Degree Certificate
- A copy of certificate signed by the president or dean of the last university attended is required.
» Applicant who graduates from a university in China should submit the verification reports (in English) issued
by “China Higher-education Information and Student Information (CHSI)”.
- The degree (e.g. Bachelor of Engineering, Bachelor of Fine Arts) and the graduation date must be indicated in
the certificate.

« If not written in English or Japanese, English / Japanese translation is required.

D. Transcripts of Grades

« If not written in English or Japanese, English / Japanese translation is required.

E. Pledge Form (Form E)

- Only for applicant who works in a company or other organization in Japan at the time of application.

F. Prescribed Return Envelope for mailing documents

» Please purchase “letter pack light” at the post office.

- Write the postal code, address and name. For applicants who reside abroad during the application period, please
fill in the address of someone such as acquaintance who resides in Japan.

+ Don't remove the sticker.

Please paste a half ticket (“daigaku teishutsuyo”) of the transfer request form on the back side of Form A. Half
ticket without financial institution seal is invalid.

If not written in English or Japanese, English / Japanese translation is required.

Result and Scores".

K. Certificate of Residence which indicates nationality, visa status and authorized period of stay

@ Applicants residing in Japan (JUMIN-HYO)

This document must be obtained at the city, ward, town or village office in which the applicant resides.
Photocopy is not accepted. This must include the following information.

1. Visa status (Zairyu-shikaku or Zairyu-kubun)

2. Authorized period of stay (Zairyu-kikan) in Japan.

3. Nationality

Please do not submit “My Number” card with the social security and tax number for your security.

* Applicants residing outside Japan during the application period are not required to submit.

L. Applicants’ Information Sheet (Form L)

(2) The latest photo (40 mm X 30 mm) taken within last 3months.

* Applicants residing in Japan during the application period are not required to submit.




VI. Fees

1. Examination Fee (JPY 9,800)

It should be paid prior to the application. (All remittance charges must be on payer). Fill in the prescribed form
and make a payment at any bank in Japan (except Yucho Bank). In case the examination fee is revised, the
new fee will go into effect as of the time of the revision.

2. Admission Fee (JPY84,600)
In case the examination fee is revised, the new fee will go into effect as of the time of the revision.

3. Tuition Fee (JPY 173,400 for 6 months)
In case the examination fee is revised, the new fee will go into effect as of the time of the revision.

Note: 1. Admission fee and Tuition fee should be paid during the entrance procedure period. (Further details
will be informed later).
2. For Research Students or Specialized Students, there is no exemption from the admission fee and tuition fee.

VII. Others
1. @Applicants who have Bachelor’s degree of Engineering or Fine Arts and wish to enter the Department of Design

They need to apply for “Research Student (Kenkyu-Sei)”.
@Applicants who have Bachelor's degree except the Faculty of Engineering

They need to apply for “Specialized Student (Senko-Sei)”.
2. Your status as Research Student or Specialized Student may be cancelled should you be disqualified as a
Chiba University student.
3. Certificate of Research Record

It can be issued upon your request by submitting the report after the completion of research period.
4. Request for Withdrawal
Should you wish to discontinue your research for somewhat reason (e.g. Admission to Graduate School, employment,

etc.), “Request for Withdrawal” must be submitted to the office after consulting your academic advisor. Your
name will be removed from Chiba University unless appropriate measures are taken.

5. Before application

Please contact and confirm your academic advisor for detailed guidance before application.
6. Neither “Research Students” nor “Specialized Students” can use the dormitory of Chiba University.
7. Foreigners who hold “‘short-term visa” must apply for “Applicants residing outside Japan”.

Based on “the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act”, Chiba University established “the Security Export
Control Regulations of National University Corporation Chiba University” and is conducting rigid examinations
before accepting students.

Desired research activities may be restricted when they are applicable to the regulations.
